St Faustina Kowalska 

The Divine Mercy devotion originated with St Faustina Kowalska, a Polish nun who lived between 1905 and 1938.  

She had apparitions of and conversations with Christ, which she recorded in her diary.  She commissioned an artist 

to paint the Divine Mercy image, as instructed by Jesus, with the message “Jesus, I trust in You”. 

In the image Jesus has his right hand raised in blessing and his left pointing to His Sacred Heart, from which two 

rays flow forth.  The red one symbolises His blood and the pale one stands for the water which justifies souls.  St 

Faustina said that Jesus stressed the importance of the image in the Divine Mercy devotion. 

 

Pope St John Paul II 

For a while the Divine Mercy devotion had a mixed history.  On the one hand it spread rapidly, especially in Poland 

but then elsewhere.  On the other hand, Rome was suspicious and for a while banned the devotion.  But the then 

Archbishop Karol Wojtyła of Krakow, having investigated St Faustina and the devotions, persuaded the Vatican to 

rescind the ban. 

He, of course, became Pope and he beatified and canonized St Faustina and in 2000 officially designated the Second 

Sunday of Easter as Divine Mercy Sunday (Dominica de Divina Misericordia), following the wish of Jesus as reported 

by Faustina in her visions.  John Paul II was himself beatified on Divine Mercy Sunday 2011 by Pope Benedict XVI 

and canonized on Divine Mercy Sunday 2014 by Pope Francis. 

Since the designation of this Sunday as Divine Mercy the devotion spread rapidly and is now widely celebrated. 

 

The Chaplet of the Divine Mercy 

This is a set of prayers using rosary beads, often accompanied by veneration of the Divine Mercy image.  The 

Chaplet may be prayed at any time, but is especially prayed on Divine Mercy Sunday, often with a novena leading 

up to it beginning on Good Friday, and on Fridays at 3:00pm.  You can easily find the prayers online. 

 

Plenary Indulgence 

Since 2002 a Plenary Indulgence is obtained by 

• participation in the prayers and devotions of Divine Mercy in a church or chapel, including the Our Father and 

Creed in the presence of the Blessed Sacrament, adding the prayer “Merciful Jesus, I trust in you”, 

• sacramental Confession, 

• Holy Communion, and 

• prayer for the Pope’s Intentions. 

 

Jesus’ wish for the Feast of His Divine Mercy 

St Faustina recorded in her diary many sayings of Jesus in her apparitions, including: 

“I desire that the Feast of Mercy be a refuge and shelter for all souls, and especially for poor sinners.  On that 

day, the very depths of My tender mercy are open.  I pour out a whole ocean of graces upon those souls who 

approach the fount of My mercy.  The soul that will go to Confession and receive Holy Communion shall 

obtain the complete forgiveness of sins and punishment.  On that day all the divine floodgates through 

which grace flow are opened.  Let no soul fear to draw near to Me, even though its sins be as scarlet.”  (Diary 

699)
