
Today’s Mass Readings: Eighteenth Sunday (Year C)     31st July 2022 
  Ecclesiastes 1:2, 2:21-23; Psalm 90; Colossians 3: 1-5, 9-11; Luke 12: 13-21 

First Reading:  in a famous phrase the Preacher says “vanity of vanities.  All is vanity!”  This could easily be a commentary on 
today’s Gospel. 

The Psalm picks up the same idea as both the First Reading and the Gospel, that this life is short and soon ended. 

Second Reading:  St Paul unpacks in practical terms the teaching of today’s other Readings: “let your thoughts be on heavenly 
things, not on the things that are on the earth”. 

Gospel:  in answer to a family inheritance dispute Jesus replies with the parable of the rich fool, whose concern for material 
things made him forget the fragility of life and his obligations towards God.
