Isaiah 66: 18-21; Psalm 116; Hebrews 12: 5-7 11-13; Luke 13: 22-30 
First Reading:  not only will God go beyond the Jewish people and gather people in from all the nations, some of 
these foreigners may even become priests and Levites! 

Psalm:  people from all the nations will praise God. 

Second Reading:  our sufferings can be compared to the educational or sports training sons receive from their 
fathers.  It is not always pleasant at the time, but it bears fruit in the end. 

Luke reminds us in today’s Gospel of Jesus’ journey up to Jerusalem, the urgency of Jesus’ message, and the 
response it demands.  The parable warns that there will be those who are invited but who fail to act in time.  They 
will be replaced by people from other nations.
