An extract from Lumen Gentium, the Second Vatican Council’s Dogmatic Constitution on the Church. 

"Behold the days shall come saith the Lord, and I will make a new covenant with the House of Israel, and 

with the house of Judah . . . I will give my law in their bowels, and I will write it in their heart, and I will be 

their God, and they shall be my people . . . For all of them shall know Me, from the least of them even to 

the greatest, saith the Lord”.1  Christ instituted this new covenant, the new testament, that is to say, in His 

Blood,2 calling together a people made up of Jew and gentile, making them one, not according to the flesh 

but in the Spirit.  This was to be the new People of God.  For those who believe in Christ, who are reborn 

not from a perishable but from an imperishable seed through the word of the living God,3 not from the 

flesh but from water and the Holy Spirit,4 are finally established as "a chosen race, a royal priesthood, a 

holy nation, a purchased people . . . who in times past were not a people, but are now the people of God".5 

That messianic people has Christ for its head, "Who was delivered up for our sins, and rose again for our 

justification",6 and now, having won a name which is above all names, reigns in glory in heaven.  The state 

of this people is that of the dignity and freedom of the sons of God, in whose hearts the Holy Spirit dwells 

as in His temple.  Its law is the new commandment to love as Christ loved us.7  Its end is the kingdom of 

God, which has been begun by God Himself on earth, and which is to be further extended until it is 

brought to perfection by Him at the end of time, when Christ, our life,8 shall appear, and "creation itself 

will be delivered from its slavery to corruption into the freedom of the glory of the sons of God".9  So it is 

that that messianic people, although it does not actually include all men, and at times may look like a 

small flock, is nonetheless a lasting and sure seed of unity, hope and salvation for the whole human race.  

Established by Christ as a communion of life, charity and truth, it is also used by Him as an instrument for 

the redemption of all, and is sent forth into the whole world as the light of the world and the salt of the 

earth.10 

Israel according to the flesh, which wandered as an exile in the desert, was already called the Church of 

God.11  So likewise the new Israel which while living in this present age goes in search of a future and 

abiding city 12 is called the Church of Christ.13  For He has bought it for Himself with His blood,14 has filled 

it with His Spirit and provided it with those means which befit it as a visible and social union.  God 

gathered together as one all those who in faith look upon Jesus as the author of salvation and the source 

of unity and peace, and established them as the Church that for each and all it may be the visible 

sacrament of this saving unity.
